Technical Requirements
As of 3/18/10

1)Seating: 3 comfortable, flat seated armless chairs of standard height. No steel folding chairs or antique wooden or otherwise “worn out “chairs of any kind.

2)Power: Two 110v receptacles available, stage left and right, backline area.

3)Microphones: All three instrument amplifiers require Shure SM-57 dynamic microphones, or equivalent or better quality (Shure Beta 57, for example)or  from another manufacturer, all three on short stands, no taller than 24”, preferably in the 10” range . Clarinet short boom (preferably no more than 24”) requires  Shure  SM-58 dynamic or better. One switchable hand-held dynamic microphone for announcements on straight stand, approximately 36” high. 
4) Monitors: Three wedges with 12” woofers preferred, regardless of manufacture. No Galaxy HotSpot monitors. No 15” woofers in wedge monitors of any kind.

5) Lighting focus to be determined after stage setup, to the preference of the trio with regards to amount and quality of stage light. Some gels may be replaced as per RGT requirements.

6) Live Recording: No live recording may be made for any reason without prior consent of The Royal Garden Trio. No exceptions. RGT reserves the right to employ a recording engineer for the purposes of live recording for any performance deemed applicable.
7) Video Recording: No Filming of any kind for any reason without prior consent of the Royal Garden Trio. No Exceptions. RGT reserves the right to employ a videographer for the purposes of live recording for any performance deemed applicable.
8) Merchandising: Adequate space for retail sales of CDs and other products will be made available to RGT before, during and after performance in a manner which is conducive to both band and hosting entity/venue. This includes personnel to sell CDs and products during the evening of the performance other than members of RGT.
