LOCAL PRESENTER AGREES TO FURNISH THE FOLLOWING AT OWN EXPENSE.  PLEASE HAVE THE VENUE’S TECHNICAL COORDINATOR REVIEW EACH ITEM.  PLEASE COPY AND KEEP FOR YOUR RECORDS, AND RETURN A SIGNED COPY WITH ACCOMPANYING VENUE QUESTIONNAIRE AND DIAGRAM.
                        STAGE REQUIREMENTS:  The Chorale can perform on any stage that will accommodate thirty-six (36) performers, conductor, and piano.  However, in order to perform the second half of the program with staging, a stage width of thirty feet wide by twenty-five feet deep is required.  Stage must be cleaned and cleared of props and other stage materials prior to the Chorale's arrival.  All offstage and backstage areas must be completely cleaned and cleared to allow safe, easy access on and off the stage from all areas. 

                        PIANO REQUIREMENTS:  Best available piano (grand preferred) tuned the day of the performance prior to the arrival of the Chorale to standard A-440 pitch.  Piano should be onstage prior to arrival of Chorale’s crew.

                        LIGHTING REQUIREMENTS:  All lighting equipment should be in first- class working order.  The Chorale should have access to stage lighting instruments and controls, with a qualified technician on hand during rehearsals to assist in refocusing and other adjustments, and during the performance to operate the light board.


SOUND SYSTEM REQUIREMENTS:  
Access to the house sound system should be available with a qualified technician to operate during rehearsal and performance.  The house sound system should be set up prior to the Chorale’s arrival to allow for a sound check during rehearsal.  Sound system should include at least two (2) condenser-type microphones.

 DRESSING ROOM REQUIREMENTS:  A minimum of two large rooms equipped with mirrors to accommodate eighteen (18) performers each.  These should be located as close to the performance area as possible, but not accessible to the public.  Two dressing rooms will also be needed for the conductor and staff.  Rooms should be properly cleaned, heated/cooled (when necessary), lighted and ready for occupancy upon arrival of Chorale.  All rooms should be available to the Chorale with uninterrupted access from the time of the company’s arrival until their departure.


 REHEARSAL REQUIREMENTS:  The auditorium should be made available to the company for rehearsal and set-up at least five (5) hours before performance.  Two (2) large warm-up rooms (classroom size) back stage or nearby, and not accessible to the public, will also be needed for rehearsal and warm-up during this same period.  If available, one of these rooms should have a piano.  It is acceptable for these rooms to serve as the above dressing rooms if necessary; yet at least one additional room is preferable.

STAGEHAND REQUIREMENTS:  Stagehands, according to local requirements, to include at least two (2) persons to assist the Chorale staff with unloading and set-up prior to rehearsal and strike and load-out following the performance.  These services will be required for approximately two (2) hours for set-up and rehearsals and one (1) hour for load-out.  Stagehand should be available 5 hours before performance time for load-in and rehearsal.  During performance and rehearsal, one (1) electrician, one (1) sound technician, and one (1) stagehand to assist backstage will be necessary.  Local Presenter agrees to assume all costs for stagehand whether union or non-union.

A representative of the Presenter should be present at the performance space for consultation as needed by the Chorale staff upon their arrival.
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
