STAGE SET UP (see stage plot) modified for use with orchestra
Stage furniture needed:

     BASS RISER, 3 feet by 4 feet by 18 inches high – with orchestra this is optional
     DRUM RISER, 6 feet by 8 feet by 12 inches high, carpeted – with orchestra this is optional

     PIANO AND BENCH;

     STOOL,  guitarist 30 inches high, with rungs and no arms; 

     7 ADJUSTABLE MUSIC STANDS  with  LIGHTS (and of course AC for the   

     
eight lights);

     LIGHT for music desk of piano.

Optional: 

     Any stage dressing (such as potted plants) that enhances the performance setting

Setting up the stage:

All of the considerations below are modified for playing with orchestra by the fact that the band, in traditional concerto-soloist position, will have the drummer’s left elbow adjacent to the conductor’s podium. 

     If the curtain is to be used: establish FRONT LINE far enough upstage of curtain-fall to accommodate monitors if used

     If curtain is not to be used: establish FRONT LINE  as far downstage as possible.  This will depend partly on whether monitors are to be used.

Optional BASS RISER:  Place stage-right edge (4-foot edge) six feet stage left of center line; and downstage edge (3-foot edge) about 8 feet, 4 inches upstage of FRONT LINE.  Stage center for band-only performances is approximately in the middle of the downstage edge.

Optional DRUM RISER:  Six-foot edge faces downstage diagonally.  Downstage stage-right corner touches downstage stage-left corner of bass riser; downstage stage-left corner is about  5 feet, 6 inches upstage of FRONT LINE.

PIANO:  Narrow-end leg almost touches stage-right edge of bass riser about 6 inches upstage of downstage edge; downstage corner of piano (high end of keyboard) is about 4 feet, 6 inches upstage of FRONT LINE.  Put light on music desk of piano.

MUSIC STANDS, 7 needed:  Set up four on FRONT LINE, beginning at stage center and going stage left.  The music stand farthest stage left will be about 10 feet from center.  Set up one on downstage edge of bass riser.  Set up one on stage-right edge of drum riser.  Set one music stand near bend in piano for guitarist.  Put a light on each music stand.

Mics, stands, pickups

If the band is to perform material on it’s own, microphones 1 – 4 will be needed.

1.  Piano vocal mic, speaking and singing, on boom, downstage side of piano

2.  Announce mic, straight stand

3.  Vocal mic for trombone and trumpet players, straight stand

4.  Vocal mic for two reed players, straight stand

5.  Drummer vocal mic, on boom

6.  Pickup on piano

7.  Mic on boom for guitar.  This is completely acoustic rhythm guitar with no DI.

8.  Mic on boom, low, for bass.  Bass has DI as well and some venues prefer to blend mic and DI

9. & 10.  Upper and lower mics on drum kit

11.  Saxophone (& clarinet) instrumental mic

12.  Clarinet (& saxophone) instrumental mic

13.  Trumpet instrumental mic

14.  Trombone instrumental mic
