Dapogny’s Notes:

The Gershwin medley is the plainest one, a simple recitation of several familiar melodies.  The Berlin is more theatrical, with more interesting things for the orchestra to do--including some without the jazz band altogether--and more contrast.  ON THE ROAD has still more contrast and more for the orchestra to do, including some of the "boisterous" stuff that might normally be thought of as the jazz band's job.
