Bass Travel
If the Presenter is providing ground transportation, please keep the following details in mind:

The Bass in its travel case is 7’ high, 2’8” wide & 1’8” deep.

There needs to be at least 1’8” between the top of the seats & the roof for the bass in its case to fit into the vehicle (such as a large van without built–in headrests)
Vehicles that have worked in the past are:


         A full sized pickup truck with a cap. 3 people & bass 

A Ford Taurus wagon, 2 people & bass

A van or mini van with all seats in place will often not work. The bass will not fit between the top of the seats and the van roof. Check the measurements and seating arrangements.

A Suburban or equivalent may not work because of the length of the cargo space.


You will need a second car to carry the remaining band members if all seven can’t fit in the vehicle carrying the bass.
