Show Rider & Backstage Info

INSTRUMENTS/MUSICIANS:

2 Lead Vocalist = 2 mic + 2 atlas straight stand with heavy duty round base (preferably chrome) + 2 direct boxes for acoustic guitars, 2 guitar stands.

1 Drummer = 2 direct boxes + 1 mic on boom stand

1 Guitarist = 1 mic

1 Bass = 1 mic

1 Keyboardist = 1 mic -keyboard stand + foldable keyboard bench (not piano bench, adjustable keyboard bench, a piano bench will absolutely not work), 1 direct box + 1 instrument cable.

(If there are not enough inputs for al the mics for band members, that is ok, for this particular show, we just request them incase band members will crack jokes!) 

EQUIPMENT:

Drums: Gretsch drumset

Amps:  any Fender tube amp like a Fender Twin or Bassman (prefably tweed color) for guitar

1 Ampeg BR2E Bass head +  4 x10" Speakers for bass

SOUND AND LIGHTING PREFERENCES:

FOR REAL ROCKIN SONGS: 120 - 160 millisecond digital delay with no regeneration and no pullback on lead vocal if possible to recreate the 1950's "slapback" echo. A small amount of this can also be applied to keyboard. It would be amazing to have this effect in our monitors too. If there is no delay, any effects would be appreciated in the monitors, like a good reverb so it's not dry. The keyboard is the driving force of the instrumentation and this should be loud in monitors and in house, not buried by other instruments. 

FOR BALLADS: A nice 50's sounding plate reverb will do just fine.

FOR LIGHTING: a small amount of house lights on the audience would be great to make eye contact.

BACKSTAGE: Fresh towels, full length mirror, room temperature water
