NEW “1940’s” 60, 75 or 90 MINUTE PATRIOTIC TRIBUTE SHOW

With or without videos

Rider Requirements
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The Purchaser is to provide the following: 

1.  GUESTS ROOMS

(Except on Local dates): Three (or four, if a conductor is needed for their show if performing with a Big Band) prepaid NON- SMOKING rooms.  They would consist of two or three rooms with two queen size beds and one with a king.   All rooms next to or close to each other at event location.  If event is not held at a hotel, then the accommodations must be close to the site.  

2.  TRANSPORTATION/TRAVEL EXPENSES (Non-Drive dates)- Four or 5 round trip coach airfare, one for each of THE SWING SISTERS consisting of three (3) performers and one (1) Stage Manager/Technician, and if applicable round trip airfare would be required if they are using their Conductor (only necessary when working with Big Bands), departing from West Palm Beach, or Ft. Lauderdale (or other local airports) to destination city.  Purchaser to provide ground transfers, car service to and from their hotel and to and from performance location if it is at a different location, for THE three (3) SWING SISTERS and one (1) Stage Manager/Technician and one (1) Conductor (only necessary when working with a Big Band) plus costumes and/or equipment – city of origin and taxi reimbursement (destination city). Also to include a $50.00 food allowance per day, per person totaling four or five consisting of the three (3) female performers “THE SWING SISTERS” and their one (1) Stage Manager/Technician and one (1) Conductor (only necessary if they are working with a Big Band) and dinner provided on the day of their performance at least two (2) hours prior to THE SWING SISTERS scheduled show time.

3.  STAGING –For “NEW 1940’s 60, 75 OR 90 MINUTE SHOW”, 16X12, working area with stage backdrop and/or décor and steps down to audience, both sides if possible. 

4.  DRESSING ROOM AREA – Required only for the “NEW 1940’s 60, 75 or 90 MINUTE SHOW”.  Private room or area with three (3) long mirror, a 6ft long table, (3) three chairs, electricity for makeup mirrors and two (2) large approximately 6ft. long clothing rack for costumes.  Purchaser 
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also to provide bottled water, soda, tea, and coffee and banquet table for either show at least two (2) hours before show-time, for either one of their shows. 

*NOTE: if costume change is required, SEE #5 QUICK CHANGE   

  DRESSING ROOM requirements
5. QUICK CHANGE/DRESSING ROOM.  Required for the NEW 1940’S 60, 75 or 90 MINUTE SHOW”.   A 10X10, four (4) sided pipe and draped dressing room area for quick costume changes adjacent to the stage with steps to audience and to dressing area for QUICK access to and 

from the stage. One (1) - 6 ft. tables, three (3) folding chairs, three (3) long mirrors, two(2) large approximately 6ft. clothing rack for costumes along with electrical power for THE SWING SISTERS lights plus extension cords in dressing area. If out of town, there must be lighting already set up for them. Due to their quick costume changes, (THIS AREA IS FOR THE SWING SISTERS ONLY) in the event that there are other acts performing as well. 

6. SOUND – (If out of area or sound is being provided locally).  Professional sound company with system large enough to cover entire function area.  Consisting of one (1) 12 or more channel mixing board, two (2) or more speakers on stands, three monitors, (minimum of two), three 

(3) high powered cordless microphones, (3) cordless backup microphones, or hardwired, one talk back microphone for THE SWING SISTERS Stage Manager/Technician/Announcer, three (3) straight microphone stands with round bases and trigger release, one CD player which needs to be connected with two channels, left and right to the sound/mixing board, and backup CD player.  If video equipment is available (screen and projector wired through the sound/mixing board), THE SWING SISTERS will be using their laptop requiring two channels through the sound/mixing board with video projector using VGA cable for their laptop provided by Purchaser.  Lighting at the mixer must also be provided for their technician.  Please have a qualified technician to work with THE SWING SISTERS Stage Manager/Technician and two (2) chairs for them if necessary.  Sound systems must be pre-approved by THE SWING SISTERS manager, Dawn Carr or THE SWING SISTERS Stage Manager/Technician.  Purchaser must supply the sound companies phone number and contact persons name so that THE SWING SISTERS can make sure all is ready prior to show date.   Sound check must be 2 hours prior to guests entering the room.

7. LIGHTING – The lighting system must cover the working area of the stage, consisting of a minimum of two (2) sets of four (4) to eight (8) par 64 
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cans, one (1) SET on each side of the stage, left and right, with (pink, blue, green, yellow, red gels) with light board operator(s), clearcom to and from 

THE SWING SISTERS Stage Manager/Technician to lighting operator(s), first spot light operator and if applicable second spot light operator (two spots are necessary for “THE NEW 1940’S 60, 75 OR 90 MINUTE SHOW” only).  Lighting must be ready with sound check 2hrs. prior to guests entering the room.

8. VIDEO PRESENTATION:  A projector that can display pictures and video on a screen for the audience to view. It can be behind THE SWING SISTERS but must be above them, or it can be overhead of them or on either side of the stage, BUT NOT BLOCKING THE STAIRS TO THE AUDIENCE.  They will need to plug their laptop into the sound/mixing board provided with a VGA cable for the projector, which must already be connected to the sound/mixing board.  Also, please provide a VGA cable long enough to reach from the projector to their laptop at the sound/mixing board.  If a portable screen and projector will be used, please set it up out front and to the side of the stage where the sound/mixing board will be set up, so that it can be connected to THE SWING SISTERS laptop and the sound/mixing board.  They will require a small table to set the laptop on, along with (2) two chairs, one for their Stage Manager/Technician and the other for the Sound Technician who will be working the show.
