MIMI GONZALEZ

Mimi Gonzalez was destined to be a comedian.  Growing up as the only daughter of seven from a Cuban father who married ten times will do that.  The funny part - he was a psychiatrist.  Her Italian mother navigated life as a single parent and wanted conscientious children.  So she sacrificed them to the nuns of a Catholic school.  Even they had to hit Mimi’s booty.  Constant inquiry and critique of the institution warranted such attention.

An idealist, iconoclast and idiopathic savant, Mimi’s curiosity and drive take the form of writing and performing.  Josie’s Cabaret and Juice Joint in San Francisco was the launching pad from which Mimi shot into a stand-up career that now includes comedy clubs, festivals, colleges, cruises, freelance journalism and random acts of publishing. She got her start in television on the “Today” show as the “Funniest Person on Wall Street.” Her performance for an audience of 200,000 at the March on Washington resulted in a featured spot on Mo Gaffney’s Comedy Central show, “Women Aloud.”  She’s been on “Ellen,” “Que Loco,” “Funny is Funny,” and “Latino Laugh Festival.” Clear Channel’s WPYX in New York asked Mimi to spend a month on-air as a morning-show co-host.

The Bay Guardian said about Mimi’s “use of feminist humor to tackle the gulf between men and women in the war of the sexes:”
